Blue – 1st Cantor and 1st Choir
Green – 2nd Cantor and 2nd Choir

Invitatory ALL STAND

Lord, open my lips (Cantor 1 only while all make the Sign of the Cross on the lips) 
-And my mouth will proclaim your praise. (All recite together.)

Antiphon 	Cantor 1 recites alone then all repeat(ONLY FOR ANTIPHON).

Psalm 95 – Cantor 1 recites the stanzas alone. 
	Antiphon is repeated after each stanza by the community.

Hymn – all together.

	Antiphon 1	Cantor 1 starts, all join in
	Psalm – Cantor 1 recites first line alone; choir 1 joins in for rest of the stanza. 
Choirs Alternate, including the Glory (which is recited as one stanza). 
Repeat Antiphon 1 – all recite together. 
(Psalm prayer, if listed, is not recited aloud. Brief pause for silent meditation.) 

Antiphon 2    Cantor 2 starts, all join in
Canticle – Cantor 2 recites first line alone; choir 2 joins in for the rest of the stanza. Choirs Alternate, including the Glory (which is recited as one stanza).
Repeat Antiphon 2 – all recite together. 
(Psalm prayer, if listed, is not recited aloud. Brief pause for silent meditation.)

	Antiphon 3     Cantor 1 starts, all join in.
Psalm – Cantor 1 recites first line alone; choir 1 joins in for rest of the stanza. 
Choirs Alternate, including the Glory (which is recited as one stanza).
	Repeat Antiphon 3 – all recite together.
(Psalm prayer, if listed, is not recited aloud. Brief pause for silent meditation.)
	
Reading		ONLY CANTOR 2 STANDS
Cantor 2 only (reading is not announced, nor ended with prayer).
Cantor 2 sits for brief, silent meditation on reading by all.
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Responsory		ONLY CANTOR 2 STANDS
Cantor 2 stands again for responsory and recites beginning strophe.
All recite responding strophe.
Responsory is continued in this fashion.

Canticle of Zechariah	ALL STAND
Antiphon   Cantor 1 starts, all join in.
 Canticle. All make the Sign of the Cross while Cantor 1 recites first line alone; choir 1 joins in for rest of the stanza. 
Choirs Alternate, including the Glory (which is recited as one stanza). 
Repeat Antiphon 1 – all recite together. 

Intercessions
Cantor 1 recites introduction, pauses, then recites the first intercession. (Response in Italics is
not recited).
-Responses recited by all.
Community intercessions are added in the format of general, and then specific, if need be. Example:
“We pray for all the sick, particularly Jane Smith.” No response is added.

The Lord’s Prayer
Cantor 1 uses one of the introductions from the Ordinary.
All recite the prayer together. (No Amen response as the prayer is considered to continue.)

Concluding Prayer
Cantor 1 reads aloud.

Dismissal and Blessing
If no deacon or priest is present, all make the Sign of the Cross while Cantor 1 recites, “May the Lord bless us, protect us from all evil, and bring us to everlasting life.”
-All respond “Amen.”
